67% of people who die from home fires live in housing without smoke alarms or with
smoke alarms that were not working. One out of every 5 homes doesn’'t have a single
working smoke alarm. Smoke alarms do not last forever. Batteries and sensors can and
do fail. To protect your home and family, you need to install, test monthly, maintain
and replace smoke alarms that are 10 years old or older.
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To avoid air currents, never install smoke
alarms near vents, doors, or windows.
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Never disable your smoke alarm because
it goes off while you're cooking. Instead:

- Press the alarm’s “hush” button.

- Open a window or door to
ventilate the area.

- Wave a towel underneath
the alarm to clear the air.

- Move the alarm to a location
farther away from the kitchen.

» Make sure everyone in the home knows the sound of the smoke alarm.
« Have a Fire Escape Plan with 2 ways out of every room in your home.

« Have a Safe Meeting Place outside that is safely away from your home.
» Make sure that everyone knows how to call for help in an emergency.

« Never go back inside a burning building for any reason.

« Practice fire drills during the day and at night.
